The purpose of the TTT Programs
isto expand and improve the teaching of environmental law across the region, thereby
leading to more effective development and enforcement of environmental law in the longer
term.

IUCN ACADEMY OF ENVIRONMENTAL LAW (IUCNAEL or the “ACADEMY”)

The IUCN Academy of Environmental Law is a network of almost 200 Law schools from more than 50
countries across the globe that share a commitment to the advancement of teaching and research in
environmental law. It is uniquely positioned to build environmental law education capacity and
promote the conceptual development of environmental law. Its Secretariat is based at the Law
School, University of Maryland in the USA. The Academy is completely independent of IUCN in
terms of its governance and finances, but works closely with IUCN’s Environmental Law Centre,
based in Bonn, and its World Commission on Environmental Law, to advance IUCN’s Environmental
Law Program.

The Academy recognizes that environmental legal education is a vital contributor to the rule of law
and to the robust environmental governance essential for sustainable development and seeks to
advance these goals through:

* Development and delivery of programs aimed at building university teaching capacity in
environmental law;

* Generation of global research programs with major partners to feed into national and
international environmental law and policy agendas; and

e Convening major international conferences and exchange through the efforts of its
Secretariat and its electronic communications.



The Academy conducts an Annual Colloquium in a different location each year and seeks to engage
scholars from developing countries in these conferences. The next Academy Colloquium will be held
in Cebu City, the Philippines, in June 2017.

CHIANG MAI UNIVERSITY, FACULTY OF LAW
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Chiang Mai University was the first state university in the regional area from 1964 from the request
of the people in the North to have a university of the local people. In the following year, Faculty of
Social Sciences has provided the law subjects in the Law Division, in the Political Science Department
as the beginning of legal study in the northern region where it has interdisciplinary and related to
social context and environmental concern as a benchmark of Chiang Mai law school. In 1992, the
Law Division was established the Bachelor Degree in Law (LL.B.), and sequentially established the
Master Degree in Laws (LL.M.) in 2004. The primary goal of the law school is to create the lawyers
with social responsibility and consciousness to serve the community.

From the restructure of the university, Faculty of Law was established by the University Council’s
Resolution on 25" March 2007 remarkably created the law curriculum that contained the subjects of
law and society, along with law and environment as compulsory course, providing the legal scholars
to serve the society both academe and professions.
