L GENERAL
The huge populationof Indonesian people with high

growth rate causes the volumeof rubbish to keep in­
creasing. In addition, the amsumption palIem of the
peoplecontributesto the increasingly varying rubbish,

such asrubbish of dangerous packages and/ordifficult
to disintegrate by naturalprocess.

Mostof the people haveso far deemed rubbish asuse­
k:;s things, instead of a rcoccrcc, which is necessary

to utRize. In managing rubbish, the poople stillrelyon
end-of-pipe,wherein rubbish is collected, carriedand

disposed to thefinalprocessing place, whereas the rub­
bish piled ina huge volume in the location of finalpro­
cessing is potential to release methane(CH4),which

may increase emission of greenhouseeffectandcon­
tributetoglobal wanning.Toenablethe rubbish todis­
integrate naturally,a lot of time and costlierhandling
